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 Large Research Infrastructures “RI´s advisory board assessment form”

Instructions
Each large research infrastructure receiving support from public funds in the Czech Republic shall have established a scientific board/international advisory committee formed by external experts providing the large research infrastructure with recommendations on short-term and long-term development. These recommendations are supposed to be based on actual detailed knowledge of the large research infrastructure, particularly of management, strategy approach, technology development and use of its facilities, expertise and services by research community and businesses. It is assumed that the scientific board/international advisory committee meets at least once a year in the large research infrastructure´s site (“on-site-visit”) or other relevant location (provided the case that the large research infrastructure is under construction, etc.). Thus, by using the expertise of a scientific board/international advisory committee, the large research infrastructure performs a self-assessment procedure conducted on a periodic basis.  
As a part of the interim evaluation task the large research infrastructure´s scientific board/ international advisory committee is provided with the “RI´s advisory board assessment form” and requested to fill it in. The outputs of this exercise will represent an additional insight in the large research infrastructure´s implementation state and will be submitted to the respective Scientific Panel of International Evaluation Committee as an assessment source of consultative relevance.
Please let the scientific board/international advisory committee fill the template of the “RI´s advisory board assessment form” in English. The extent shall not exceed 10 pages.  

Applicant shall provide an electronic version of the filled-in “RI´s advisory board assessment form” by using “doc” (Microsoft Word) and PDF format. Please send the document to address of electronic correspondence velkeinfrastruktury@msmt.cz no later than deadline stipulated by the call and refrain from using any password protection and access restrictions on reading, copying or printing of the submitted document. One signed and stamped hard copy shall be submitted as well following the instructions stipulated by the call.
You are kindly asked to entitle the file according to the following template in order to facilitate the administration procedure: RI´s advisory board assessment form_acronym of RI (please use the exact same acronym as set by the Roadmap of the Czech Republic of Large Infrastructures for Research, Experimental Development and Innovation for the years 2016-2022).
